In the geographical center of Italy 
is Umbria.  It is arguably more 
agricultural than its neighbor 
Tuscany.  Olive groves and 
vineyards have been cultivated 
there since ancient times.  Plein air 
paintings are from the land 
surrounding a 12th century hilltop 
villa and a convent overlooking the 
town of Spoleto.
