Sara Fletcher is a figurative painter based in Missouri. She has recently shown at the 
Small Works Invitational​, Blue Mountain Gallery, New York, NY and at the ​58th 
Chautauqua Annual Exhibition of Contemporary Art​, Strohl Art Center, Chautauqua, 
NY, at which Hrag Vartanian, editor in chief of ​Hyperallergic ​, awarded her painting. 
Fletcher has also recently shown at the Ashby-Hodge Gallery of American Art, Central 
Methodist University, Fayette, MO, as well as several group exhibits in Missouri, 
Kentucky, Virginia, and New York State. Fletcher is an Assistant Professor of Studio Art 
at Missouri Valley College.
